Directions: Based on the career and personality questionnaire, select your top three careers you are considering. In the library and on your own time, you will be learning about your three careers and you will choose only ONE to do research on.  

 Research Requirements:

· The Career Research paper should be 2 – 3 pages, double spaced, Times Roman, 12 size font.
· The following topics must be included:

· Training and Education needed

· Earnings/Salary

· Expected Job Prospects – how competitive is the career? 
· Duties - What workers do on the job

· Working Conditions

·  An interview with someone in the career field. There are two options for interviews: a personal one-on-one conversation with someone in the field, or an already made interview from the myroad website that can be found in the career page under “insights.” Three or more questions should be included in your final product.
· Personal Reflection

· Why did this particular career choice interest you?

· What have you learned from your research?

· How have your feelings changed in the time from which you started and ended with your research?  Are you still willing to pursue your career? Why? Why not?

· What are some steps that you can do now in order to help you reach your goals? Or to prepare in general for life after college? Be specific
Presentations
· 10 minutes (no longer than 15 minutes)
· Introduction to your career (grabber)
· Description, Interview, Personal Reflection
· Tone, Posture, Eye contact - Do not simply read your research!
· Visuals or Memorabilia - i.e. posters, brochures, pictures
